Re: Proposed Erection of Billboard and Dynamic Display Sign

Dear Sir or Ms.: 

I have reviewed the above-referenced zoning hearing application submitted to Mount Joy Township on February 27, 

2026. The hearing for the application is scheduled for 6:00 P.M. on Wednesday, April 1, 2026 at the Mount Joy Township 

Municipal Building located at 8853 Elizabethtown Road, Elizabethtown, PA 17022. I offer the following comments on the 

application: 

• Your application proposes the erection of a billboard with dynamic display sign on a 5.98-acre property containing 

residential dwelling units and a self-storage facility. The subject property is located in the (MU) Mixed Use District 

with public road access to Sheaffer Road and frontage along Route 283, a limited access highway. 

• Note that the application references Zoning Ordinance sections within §135-133 for the special exception and 

variance requests. The correct references within the Sign Regulations portion of the Ordinance are §135-333. The 

legal notice, meeting agenda, and information below use the correct section references in §135-333.  

• The application package contains multiple pictorial exhibits including aerial images and street view images from 

Route 283 to which the proposed billboard is adjacent. Therefore, no additional images are provided with this letter. 

• You are seeking and have requested approval of the proposed project via Chapter 135 of the Code of Ordinances of 

the Township of Mount Joy, i.e. the Mount Joy Township Zoning Ordinance of 2012. The following requests have 

been made pursuant to Chapter 135: 

Special Exceptions 

(1) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(8) – erection of a billboard 

(2) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(9) – erection of a dynamic display sign 

Variances 

(3) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(8)(a) – billboard size 

(4) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(8)(g) – billboard height 

(5) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(8)(h) – billboard setback  

(6) Chapter 135, Article XXIV, §135-333.C(9)(i) – dynamic display sign conformance with billboard requirements 

General criteria for special exceptions and variances are found in §135-383 of the Zoning Ordinance. I have enclosed a 

copy of §135-383 for your use in preparing for the scheduled hearing. You should be prepared to testify specifically to the 
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general criteria for special exceptions as set forth in §135-383.B and variances as set forth in §135-383.C. Additionally, you 

may wish to have an attorney present at the hearing to present your case to the Mount Joy Township Zoning Hearing Board.  

In the event the Mount Joy Township Zoning Hearing Board approves the application, the Township recommends the 

following conditions be applied to any approvals: 

1. Applicant shall comply with all other provisions contained in Chapter 135 of the Code of Ordinances of the 

Township of Mount Joy for which relief has not been requested or granted. 

2. Applicant shall obtain all applicable permits for the erection of the billboard and dynamic display sign.  

3. Applicant and any representatives of the Applicant shall comply with and adhere to the testimony and any evidence 

presented to the Mount Joy Township Zoning Hearing Board at the hearing held on April 1, 2026 and any continued 

hearings, if applicable, except to the extent modified by the conditions imposed by the Mount Joy Township Zoning 

Hearing Board herein. 

The Township reserves its right to revise, amend and/or extend the aforementioned list of recommended conditions of 

approval based upon the testimony presented at the hearing.  Please note that these conditions are a recommendation from 

the Township.  If the Mount Joy Township Zoning Hearing Board approves the application, they may change or add 

conditions if they determine such actions are appropriate based on the testimony and evidence presented and submitted at the 

hearing.
